Our state consistently ranks among the top five states in the nation for
food insecurity, diet-related disease, and childhood food insecurity. And
right now, Arkansas is ranked number one in the nation. But behind that,
over 89,000 of our neighbors—1 in 6 people in Northwest Arkansas—are
food insecure. These are not just statistics; they represent the daily
struggles of our friends, neighbors, and community members. 

In Benton, Washington, Carroll, and Madison counties alone, 13.1 percent
of households experience food insecurity—significantly higher than the
national average of 10.5 percent. This means many Arkansans remain
uncertain of when their next meal will come or if it will be enough to
sustain themselves and their families.

Our commitment to environmental stewardship is woven into this mission,
reflecting our responsibility to care for the land that sustains us all. We
understand that providing for our community and preserving our
environment are essential steps toward long-term prosperity.
